COUNCIL PRESENT: Mayor Lanny Thomas, Jeff Wilson, Don Harris, Becky 

McWhorter, and Dustin Rosser.  Mickey McGraw was not present.

Mayor Thomas opened the meeting and said the prayer. Then, Don Harris led the group 

in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Mayor Thomas asked that the Agenda, March Minutes, and February and March 

Financial Reports be approved by general consent. All were in agreement.

WWTP: Council Approval of new hire, Brandon Veatch. 

  

Mayor Thomas advised that we need approval of an employee and Jason Boyd has 

presented to you Brandon Veatch.  Don Harris made a motion to approve Brandon 

Veatch as the new employee.  This motion received a second from Becky McWhorter. 

Passed unanimously.           

 

Library: Matching the already approved grant of $10,000 to replace existing doors 

with new ADA doors.   

 

Mayor Thomas advised that the library has applied for and received a grant of $10,000.00 

dollars to replace the existing doors with new ADA compliance doors.  I am asking the 

Council to match up to $10,000.00 of SPLOST money to help ensure that they have 

enough money to purchase and install these doors. Jeff Wilson made a motion to match 

up to $10,000.00 to the library with a second from Dustin Rosser. Passed unanimously. 

 

Cemetery: Expansion at West Hill Cemetery and price adjustment per lot.     

 

Mayor Thomas let Brandon Croy explain that we are running out of burial plots.  We 

have put a seize on the lots only allowing two graves for someone who has had death.  I 

would like to expand and survey the areas close to Sue Hayes Lane and up behind the 

cemetery currently.  We also need to look at raising the price to $1,000.00 per lot to help 



put us in line with the other cemeteries in the aera.  Once we have opened up the new 

sections, we can remove the hold of only selling to someone with a death but limit the 

number of graves we sell. Becky McWhorter made a motion with a second from Don 

Harris to follow Brandon Croy’s recommendation.  Passed unanimously.     

 

June Council Regular Meeting: Change date from June 27 to June 25. 

 

Mayor Thomas advised that myself, Mickey McGraw, and Missy Duncan will be out of 

town attending the GMA Annual Convention.
